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3.0 - Configuration & Assembly
Upon initial receipt of the Forklift Basket inspect the packaging for any evidence that the product may have been dam-
aged in shipment.  While unpacking the product, inspect all of the components for damage.  If damage to any of the 
components is discovered, DO NOT USE THE PRODUCT!  Alert the shipping carrier immidiately of the damage to the 
shipment.   

Pelsue #PNUF600-A Series Forklift Baskets may be shipped assembled or unassembled depending upon the shipping 
method selected.

1.    Place Front Railing (#5) and rear railing (#10) onto the appropriate corner posts of the Frame Assembly (#6).    
Loosely secure in place with the inlcuded hardware, do not fully tighten at this time.

2.   Place the right side railing (#4) on the front right corner post of the Frame Assembly (#6) and loosely bolt in place.
Line up the holes in the rear mounting plate of the railing with the mating holes of the Rear Railing (#10) and loosely 
bolt in place utilizing the lower hole only. 

3.   Place the Left Side Railing (#3) into position and hold in place utilizing the front two bolts and only the lower bolt on 
the rear mounting face.

during the inspection. Return to an authorized repair 
depot or the factory for service.

6.1 - Maintenance
For the most part, the Model #PNUF660-A is intended to ba a maintenance-free piece of equipment, however several 
steps can be taken to keep the system in top-notch working order and also extend the working life of the product. 

Before Each Use:

 1.   Visual Inspection:  Perform a complete visual inspection. Refer to section 6.2 for guidelines and take any 
maintenance steps that are necesarry.

Annually:

 1.   Clean Product: Use a damp cloth and mild soap to clean the structure and labels of dirt and residue. 
Be sure the labels are legible (replacements are available from Pelsue)

 2.   Complete Inspection:  Perform a thorough inspection, paying attention to the bullet points provided within 
section 6.2. Record results and keep documentation.  A log has been provided in section 6.3 specifcally for 
the recording of the dates & results of annual system inspections.

 Periodic  Factory Service Inspection:  It is recommended that the product be serviced by a factory authorized 
service center or the manufacturer after a period of three years.  Extreme working conditions may indicate 
the necessity to increase the frequency.  Factory servicing shall include but not be limited to an intensive 
inspection and cleaning of all internal and external components.  Failure to provide proper service may shorten 
product life and could endanger performance or function.

When completing an inspection of the Model #PNUF660-A 60” Aluminum Forklift Basket, the following specific items 
should be checked;

1.  Labels:
 Check that all the labels are clean and legible.  Clean the labels if any are dirty using mild soap and a damp cloth. 

Replace if any are illegible. 
2.  Fasteners:  
 Check that all screws and other fasteners are tight. Tighten if any are loose. Replace if any are missing.
3.   Structure:  
 Check the frame for cracks, dents, bends or breaks. If there are major dents or any other structural damage, the 

unit should be removed from service and returned to the factory for repair.
